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Introducing the Department

Bartholomew School PE department prides itself on providing a positive, friendly and inclusive environment for all students to learn and achieve.  We have high quality PE at the top of our agenda, and offer opportunities for students to achieve their best and maximise their talent.   Currently the department consists of 3 male, and 3 female members of staff.  

What makes our PE department special is the ethos that the staff and students promote: that Physical Education and Sport should be fun, inclusive and should arm students with the knowledge, skills and experience to be confident in taking part in activity for life.  We offer a diverse curriculum, often guided by the activities the students want to learn, which includes Football, Hockey, Netball, Rugby, Basketball, Gymnastics, Fitness activities, Athletics, Cricket and Rounders.  We provide a very extensive extracurricular programme, which focuses mainly on inter-school competition with the other schools in our partnership, with whom we work closely. We also pride ourselves on the excellent links to clubs that have developed over the past few years.
Students are taught in single-sex or mixed groups in KS3 for two 1-hour lessons.  In KS4, this becomes three 1-hour lessons per 2-week timetable.  We have many students opting for our GSCE and BTEC Sport courses in KS4, with a good number continuing to study A-level PE or BTEC Sport.  We have very strong links with our feeder primary schools, with 3 PE staff going out into primaries to deliver CPD lessons. We also have regular festivals for every KS1 & KS2 year groups held at Bartholomew, which our sport leaders help to deliver.
