Business Department

The Department currently consists of the Head of Department and one other part time specialist teacher. Girls make full use of iPads which are fully integrated into day-to-day teaching.  Pupils complete research on current businesses, carry out secondary research for project work and create spread sheets to make presentations. 

The successful applicant will be expected to teach:

· Business to A level (AQA)

· GCSE Business (Edexcel)

· Year 9 Business Enterprise
In addition, it is expected that the successful candidate will contribute to Focus Days as well as organising outings to appropriate business lectures and industry visits.  

A Business course based on Enterprise is taken by the whole of Year 9.  This is taught through a team-based, independent learning approach with emphasis on team work and self-assessment against success criteria. It culminates in a Dragons’ Den-style event at the end of the year in co-ordination with local business people.  In addition, it is expected that the enterprise projects utilise cross-curricular opportunities. To date, these have included co-ordination with Food Technology, ICT and Design Technology subjects. 

At GCSE level, Business is a popular option, usually comprising two classes. The majority of pupils at GCSE achieve higher than their predicted MidYIS target grade.

At A level, the Business course has been a popular option and comprises two Lower Vl classes and one UVl class. We consistently out-perform other similar centres in our results, both in the grades achieved and in the average percentages for each examination paper.
