and governors;

. manage, monitor and direct staff as appropriate.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES:

The successful candidate will play a key role in the development of PE curriculum at Wellington
College Bilingual Shanghai. The College is looking for a candidate who would relish the challenge of
establishing the subject in a new school.

The teacher will have the responsibility for the planning and teaching of the subject to the designated
class. The teacher will ensure that the subject is delivered in a way that provides coverage, progression

and continuity. The teacher will also be required to carry out other such duties as the Head of Primary
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or the Head of Junior High may reasonably direct from time to time. He/she is expected to display

the highest standards of professionalism in his/her teaching and in his/her relationships with colleagues

and parents.
