About half of our students come from Solihull, with increasing numbers travelling from the wider Birmingham area.  

About 47 per cent of students come from an ethnic minority background and 27 per cent come from widening participation wards.  We have made considerable inroads at promoting progression to Higher Education among these groups.  We are the largest single participant in the Birmingham University A2B scheme.

We devised our curriculum to prepare our students for whatever next step they take.  Many progress to degree courses and every year a significant number are offered places by Oxford and Cambridge.
