	

	CHEMISTRY TEAM


Subjects in the College are structured into several teams and the Chemistry Team closely works with Natural Sciences which includes Biology and Physics.  All students who enrol at the College are expected to have at least a grade 4 or grade C in both GCSE English and Maths.  All students of A level Chemistry courses must have at least a grade 6 in Maths and a grade 6 in Chemistry or a grade 5-6 in Combined Science.
This successful Chemistry team offers A-level AQA Chemistry to over 400 students and BTEC Extended Diploma in Applied Science to over 100 students.
There are 4 full-time members and 3 part-time members of the teaching staff who are supported by an experienced team of Laboratory Technicians.  The Technicians are responsible for the preparation and trialling of practical work and the servicing of the laboratories.  Chemistry is well equipped for practical work with 4 fully equipped laboratories which are located on the ground floor of the Blythe building. The subject area has its own staff work room/teaching preparation area.

The Chemistry course is taught by a mixture of theory lessons incorporating a variety of approaches including: small group work, peer teaching, demonstrations, video clips, class practicals and supported self-study.    There is a strong team ethos which underpins the delivery of high quality courses and a consistent experience for students. Each member of the team takes responsibility to develop the common teaching materials used. Independent study assignments are set and assessed regularly and there is substantial use of ICT in independent study. 
We have a number of links with local universities: sending students to “masterclasses” and inviting in speakers.
It is envisaged that the successful applicant will be able to deliver a range of BTEC chemistry based and other general applied units and will also be involved in A level provision in Chemistry.
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
