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Science Department

The Science department is a very successful and progressive Department which has a large team of committed teachers who work together for the benefit of all our pupils.  Our aim is to provide work that stretches pupils of all abilities. This has enabled us to teach effectively throughout the school and to develop a strong raising achievement ethos, so that there are always successful GCSE and ‘A’ level classes producing good results.  
Leadership in Science

The successful candidate will work alongside the Head of Science to enhance the already strong leadership within the department. In a changing and challenging educational landscape you will be responsible for assisting to develop the curriculum to engage students in their learning and to support them in making excellent progress. The role may involve leadership of a specific key stage although there is some flexibility with the role to suit the strengths and experience of the successful candidate. There will also be the opportunity to carry out some line management responsibilities within the department.

Curriculum Information
Teaching in Key Stage 3 follows the AQA KS3 curriculum. Pupils are taught in ability sets across the Key Stage.
At Key Stage 4 we offer AQA Combined Dual Award GCSE, Triple Science or Foundation Science GCSE based on the Combined Dual Award.
The department at KS5 is successful with a large number of students studying Biology, Chemistry, Physics and Applied Science supported by a committed and experienced teaching team.
Facilities
The department has the use of seven laboratories, each served by a preparatory room, which are kept exclusively for the teaching of Science on the main site. Several laboratories have recently been fully refurbished. The department has 3 full time technicians. At the Sixth Form College, there are 2 further laboratories for the teaching of Biology, Chemistry, Physics and Applied Science, with technician support.
