Business and Economics Department
The Business and Economics Department plays a significant part in the delivery of key stages 4 and 5 courses.  We are a department that seeks variety and continuity in our provision of courses to all ability levels.  The courses on offer are popular options at both stages and we are looking for a member of staff who is able to offer skills across the courses outlined below, is able to use and teach ICT skills effectively and has a real interest in developing students from our KS4 courses onto our sixth form programmes that we currently offer.  

Courses 
We offer both Business Studies and Economics (EDEXCEL) at A’ Level and we currently have four groups running at AS and three groups at A2.  We run two standard GCSE courses, Economics (AQA) and Business Studies (AQA), Both courses are a popular option at GCSE and both combine the teaching of key concepts along with the skills required to be successful in the end of year exams.
The department also has a strong commitment to the provision of vocational courses which have been provided at Sixth Form level for several years.  We run the BTEC in Business course in Year 12 and Year 13. We also offer at present the study of the NCFE Level 2 Certificate in Business and Enterprise. This is a one year course to a group of Year 9 students. 
Accommodation and Resources
The Economics and Business Department is placed in three classrooms in the upper area of the Business Block, where most of the Business and Economics lessons take place. Most lessons are in fully equipped Business specialist rooms with computers available for all students in the class. All rooms have interactive whiteboard facilities.  There is a Learning Gateway with a Business resource area contained within it for both students and teachers to access
