We work with other schools within the area which has enabled us to develop our own practice as well as helping other teachers in the local area. These partnerships have been strengthened with the work that we do with our partner primary schools and within our MAT. 

The department has a wealth of experience and this post would suit a dynamic and enthusiastic teacher who is looking for a change. The department is highly creative in both teaching and learning, and strategy, and is looking for somebody to bring interesting new ideas to the table.
