GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT HINDLEY HIGH SCHOOL 
Hindley High School is a highly successful 11-16 comprehensive foundation school with 879 students on roll.  We are the only high school in Hindley.  Our school website can be found at www.hindleyhs.wigan.sch.uk.
Our mission is:

To achieve Excellence in all that we offer and do, by focusing on teaching and learning, life long learning, resources, staff and their development and use of data and standards.

To ensure a Relevant curriculum, environment and educational experience for each individual, by emphasising personalisation, independent learning, appropriate courses, ICT, the arts, internationalism, business and industry and key skills.

To ensure Access to dreams, aspirations and expectations, by focusing on literacy, numeracy, KS2-3 and post 16 transfer, underachievement, gifted and talented students, appropriate teaching and learning styles and a supportive pastoral system.

The school was established in 1967 and is housed in several buildings.  There is also access to an attached leisure centre and there are some 20 acres of playing fields.   All subjects have been suited so that teaching rarely takes place out of specialist subject rooms.  There has been an extensive refurbishment of our school to accommodate students with complex medical difficulties (CMD) and we have also had several new buildings.  A skills centre provides state of the art facilities for KS4 vocational courses, including a professional hair and beauty salon, plumbing area and ICT suite.  We have recently extended and refurbished two main blocks.
Hindley High School offers a broad and balanced curriculum, which meets the needs of our students.  Option choices include RE, art, music, PE, drama, triple science, geography, history, French, electronics, technology, food and nutrition, business studies and computing.   
We believe that the national curriculum is the minimum entitlement for our students so we offer a number of extra curricular opportunities.  These include a variety of cultural visits, numerous sports clubs, inter-school fixtures, dance, expressive arts productions, ICT club, art clubs, charity events, Y7 breakfast in Boulogne and PE in Barcelona.  We also encourage our students to develop their interpersonal skills and experience of responsibility through the prefect system, student voice, reception duty and visitor reception.     
The student services team plays an important role in ensuring the well-being of students.  Learning, progress, attendance, punctuality and behaviour are a major focus for this team.  Parents’ concerns about their child’s progress are quickly followed up and resolved, and a high level of parental contact is maintained.  The student services team includes heads of year, pastoral support and attendance officers, SEN learning support team, school counsellor, a school attendance officer and careers advisor.  The team also has strong links with other agencies in the area to provide full support.  Our school has a proven record of success for students with a range of special educational needs.   
There are 57 full-time and 3 part-time teaching staff and 41 support staff.  The leadership team comprises the headteacher, a deputy headteacher, 4 assistant heads and the business manager.  Leadership is emphasised and expected at all levels.  We believe that we achieve success through our Hindley ‘can do’ culture for staff and students.
