Teacher of French
The MFL department is looking to appoint an innovative and dynamic teacher of French to at least KS4. 
The department consists of 4 full time and 4 part time staff.  
At GCSE we offer the AQA specification for French and Spanish. Languages are not compulsory for all pupils to GCSE but we have healthy groups in years 10 and 11 and results are well above the City of Nottingham average. Our A level results fluctuate from year to year, and increasing numbers into year 12 is one of the department’s target areas. Many of our students go on to study languages at university, and often start new languages ab initio, such as Russian.
All pupils in year 7 and 8 have three hours of French, reducing to 2 hours in Year 9. Spanish has recently been part of our core offer but is being phased out, so in 2018-2019 we will have Spanish in Year10, 11, 13. There is also a small volunteer group preparing for German GCSE after school. We also enter pupils at GCSE for home languages such as Polish and Italian. 
The MFL department is situated in upper school in a suite of 5 rooms.  Sixth Form lessons are taught in dedicated rooms in the Sixth Form block. Rooms are equipped with data projectors and one room has an ICT suite. We have plenty of text books and supplementary resources, recording facilities, DVD and audio visual facilities, and ICT technician support wherever necessary. We are a leading department in iPad technology.
We currently use the following courses: Studio for French, and Viva for Spanish. We currently use the Pearson AQA GCSE resources in KS4.
We are a department committed to off-site visits and so we are looking for a colleague who will support this. In recent years we have offered regular visits to France and Spain for KS3 students, and a sixth form visit to Paris. We have been awarded International Schools Award and have several links with schools abroad.
The successful candidate will have drive, enthusiasm and be a team-player. Candidates should also be prepared to contribute to the wider life of the school.
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
