
Appointment of a Teacher of English
September 2018
Background

King’s Rochester is the oldest choir school and the second oldest school in the UK.  There has been unbroken education at King’s since the establishment of a monastic school in 604AD.  The name of ‘King’s School’ dates from the Reformation when Henry VIII appointed a Dean and Chapter, a full choral establishment and ‘twenty scholars to be taught Grammar’, together with a Headmaster and Undermaster of the Cathedral Grammar School.  Since 1909, the incumbent Headmaster has been part of the Headmasters’ Conference (HMC). The school became an associate member of the Woodard Corporation in 2008 and is also a member of the Independent Association of Preparatory Schools (IAPS), the Choir Schools’ Association (CSA) and the School Chaplains’ and Leaders’ Association (SCALA).  
The School has around 650 pupils between the ages of 3 and 18 with 50 boarders made up of UK and international pupils. King’s is a medium-sized school with a strong academic tradition and the vast majority of Sixth Form leavers continue to top universities in the UK and overseas.

King’s occupies an enviable position in the most historic part of Rochester, adjacent to the Cathedral and Castle and just a five minute walk from the station, which has fast services linking Rochester to Central London within 35 mins. It is also within easy reach of the Kent villages and all residential areas along the A2, M2 and M20 towards Kent’s London Boroughs and South-East London. The School has close links with the Cathedral, which it uses as its daily chapel, and although candidates need not be Anglicans, it is important that they should feel sympathy with the Christian tradition of the School.    

The role

We are seeking to appoint an enthusiastic, committed and appropriately qualified teacher of English to teach across the age range, from Year 7 to Upper Sixth (Year 13). 
The English Department is a highly successful department and our pupils consistently achieve excellent results, with significant value added. There are three full-time members of the department, who share the teaching of Removes (Year 9), IGCSE and A Level.  They also contribute to the teaching of English in Years 7 and 8 in our Preparatory School.
All pupils follow the Edexcel IGCSE courses in English Language and English Literature. There is a strong interest in the subject in the Sixth Form, where we teach the OCR A Level course in English Literature. 


The salary, which is pensionable under the Teachers Pension Scheme, will be on the King’s salary scale (an enhanced version of the common pay scale in the maintained sector) according to qualifications and experience.  Accommodation may be available.

King’s takes very seriously its responsibility towards child protection and the successful candidate will be appointed subject to a satisfactory enhanced DBS check.
