The Staff:

We currently have 12 full and part time teaching staff. The management of the Department is led by the Head of Department with the support of two Assistant Heads of Department.  We are also very fortunate to have two Lead Teachers, one with responsibility for the Required Practical’s across the department and one for A Level Chemistry/Physics. A NQT joined the department in September 2017 who has flourished this year due to the bespoke professional development and support offered by the science team and the whole school.  In Sept 2018 we are looking forward to welcoming a Schools Direct Student into the team who chose to join our school because of the excellent professional development we offer.  Finally, we are very lucky to have two full time very experienced science technicians who help drive standards across the department, the support they provide is invaluable. 

The Building:

The Science Department is composed of 8 well equipped and resourced laboratories, one classroom and several prep rooms.  All rooms have recently been fitted with new data projectors and interactive whiteboards.  The department is very well resourced.

The Courses:

At KS3 (year 7 and 8) is delivered using our in-house scheme of work based on the AQA outline. Students are organised into sets from Year 7 in two half-year bands.

At KS4 our year 9 students study the new AQA GCSE combined science Trilogy as do our year 10 students.  We have a large numbers of students in year 9, 10 and 11 who have taken the opportunity complete the new AQA GCSE separate science qualifications in Biology, Chemistry and Physics. GCSEs to stretch our more able scientists.

At KS5 we offer A-Level (All AQA) Biology, Chemistry and Physics with very successful recruitment of students. We also offer BTEC Science which also has a high recruitment number.
