The English Department at Chesham Grammar School is vigorous, supportive and very successful, with outstanding teaching and learning and excellent examination results across both Key Stages.
At Key Stage 3, our Programmes of Study are challenging and engaging, with comprehensive resources available on the department’s shared area for teachers to adapt to suit the needs of their learners. The promotion of reading is central to the department's ethos and there is close liaison with the school library through dedicated reading lessons in Years 7, 8 and 9.
The level of challenge and variety is rigorously sustained at Key Stage 4 where all pupils follow the Edexcel 9-1 GCSE English Language and English Literature specifications.

The Cambridge Pre-U in Literature course and Edexcel A Level English Language are studied at KS5, with students achieving exceptional examination results. We also mentor students for the EPQ qualification. Many of our students go on to read for English degrees at Russell Group universities, including Oxbridge.
The use of ICT is an integral part of work in English with opportunities for pupils to use multi-media facilities to support learning. The department also offers a range of extra-curricular activities including theatre visits, a creative writing club and a debating society.
