Wigston Academies Trust currently comprises of Wigston Academy and Wigston College.

Our distinctive school badge links the school to Wigston Magna representing as it does the steeples of All Saints and St. Wistan Churches, recalling the town’s former name of “Wigston of two steeples”.  We are extremely proud of our links with the local community, both in the past and in the present.

The priority of the schools is to provide the highest quality education for every child within a safe, caring and orderly environment.  To this end we are committed to meeting the needs of children by working in partnership with parents and by providing a wealth of experience and opportunities to encourage every child to achieve their full potential, be confident, responsible, independent and well educated individuals able to fulfil positive roles in society and to have a successful future.  Our aspirations for the children are aptly summarised in our school motto.
Everyone at Wigston Academies Trust makes every effort to provide each child with the necessary care and support so that they feel safe, happy and be successful.

The current number of pupils on roll at Wigston Academy is 1200, which comprises 4 year groups, years 7 – 10 at present.  This will change from September 2017 to include Years 11 pupils.  Wigston College has 500 students on roll.  Students undertake GCSE and A level subjects as well as other equivalent examinations.

We are a uniformed school and discipline is achieved through consistent and high expectations in all areas of school life and by encouraging a strong effective partnership with parent and child.  We aim to create positive values and to ensure that every person really does matter.

Wigston Academy delivers a broad and balanced curriculum in all Year Groups via a 10-day timetable of 5 x 60 minute lessons.  Setting takes place in English and Mathematics in Year 7 and in several other subjects from Year 8 onwards in order to enable all pupils to work and achieve at a level best suited to their ability.  The exact structure of the timetable varies depending on the age of the pupil, offering greater flexibility and the ability to pursue more personalised learning for older pupils.  Our extended enrichment and extra-curricular provision is wide and varied, as is care, support and guidance.  Through this, all pupils are included and encouraged to achieve to their full potential.

Wigston College delivers a Key Stage 4 curriculum which is broad and balanced, offering a full range of accredited courses.  Equally at Key Stage 5, there is a wide spectrum of subjects which complements the KS4 curriculum.
