At KS3, science is taught to all pupils for 4 x 50 minute periods per week throughout Years 7, 8 & 9. The department delivers a balanced curriculum at Key Stage 3, covering aspects of Biology, Chemistry and Physics. There exists a number of intervention strategies in place to ensure that all pupils achieve their potential. At KS4, the department offers a range of courses to match the needs of individual learners. Some of our most able students choose Triple Award Science as an option subject to begin studying in year 10 resulting in three GCSEs. We also offer a combined science GCSE which is worth 2 GCSE’s. Furthermore to ensure attainment for all our pupils an Entry Level Certificate is also available for some pupils. The department has an excellent and well-established tracking system which allows us to provide intervention and support as and when needed by pupils of all ages.

Accommodation for science currently comprises four laboratories, a vocational room and an ICT suite. The department is very proud of its accommodation and resources are good.

The department enjoys collaboration with a number of other departments, and also offers a number of additional activities. These include Science Club, trips to Chester Zoo and the Museum of Science and Industry as well as science competitions at both UCLAN and Manchester University. In addition we provide events for ‘More Able’ year 5 and 6 pupils from our feeder primary schools.
