Overview of the Mathematics Department

The Department

There are currently four full-time and one part-time (4 days a week) members of staff in the department, including the Head of Department. All teach across the full age and ability range.  
The Department is housed in four classrooms, all of which are situated on the first floor of the College’s main building.  Computing, projector and interactive whiteboard facilities are available within the department.  Computer rooms are situated nearby and can be booked for use when needed.
The Mathematics departmental office is close by the teaching rooms.  It contains a large supply of resources including textbooks, past examination papers, worksheets and practical equipment.  It also has its own computing and printer facilities.  Small sets of scientific and graphical calculators are available for classroom use, although all pupils are strongly encouraged to purchase their own, as appropriate for their age and ability.

The Curriculum

Pupils are taught in ability sets throughout Lower School (Years 7-9), following our own scheme of work and using the Mathematics Enhancement Programme series of textbooks, supported by a wide range of other materials. 

In Middle School (years 10 and 11), we study for AQA GCSE Mathematics (8300), using our own scheme of work and the Collins textbook. The top set additionally study for AQA Level 2 Certificate in Further Mathematics (8360), with all examinations being sat in the summer of Upper 5 (year 11). 
Mathematics and Further Mathematics are very popular subjects at AS/A2 level, with two single Mathematics group and a separate Further Mathematics group running every year.  The current Upper 6 are the last to follow the OCR AS (3890 and 3892 respectively) and A2 (7890 and 7892) syllabuses in each subject and study a range of both Pure Mathematics and Applied modules (from Decision, Mechanics, and Statistics). Our current Lower 6 are following the new AQA A-level (7357). Those studying Further Mathematics are due to sit this in summer 2018, before studying the AQA Further Mathematics A-level (7367) next year.
Results

Results in public examinations are consistently outstanding.  Last year at GCSE, 69% of pupils scored a grade of 7,8 or 9 and 25% of pupils scored a 9. Statistical analysis of these results suggested that there is significant value added as a result of excellent teaching. At A-level, 42% received A or A* and 95% received A* - C.
Extra-curricular Mathematics

Every year the College enters girls for the various individual UKMT Mathematical challenges, usually with some pupils qualifying for follow-on rounds.  Teams are also entered for both the Senior and Junior Team Mathematical Challenge events, as well as the Year 10 Maths Feast. We also take Upper 5 and Sixth Form Pupils to Maths Inspiration Lectures in Leeds.

Currently, there are two drop-in clinics running a week as well as a Maths Competition and Board Games club.
