build on these with striking impact.

Key Stage 3 and 4 provision.

e To promote a wide range of teaching and learning styles which enable students of all
abilities to be appropriately challenged and make outstanding progress.

e To ensure that students work in a positive, engaging and stimulating environment
where work is displayed and achievements rewarded.

e To ensure equality of opportunity for all students whilst meeting their needs.
