MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT

This successful and forward-looking team work very well together in a mutually supportive manner, sharing expertise to the benefit of each other and our students.  Consequently, Mathematics is one of the top performing departments in the school with a progress 8 score of +0.47.  There are eleven Mathematics teachers in the department and there is a good balance of experienced and more recently qualified staff.  We are also fortunate to have two Mathematics HLTAs who work solely in the department providing intervention lessons and in-class support.  This is in addition to the two Mathematics TAs who provide support in lessons.
The Mathematics Department is housed in a suite of twelve specialist rooms.  All rooms are equipped with a ‘Smart’ Interactive whiteboard.  All staff have their own laptop and an extensive variety of software packages is available for classroom use.  In addition, new resources are continually created in-house and placed on the department shared area. 
Students are taught in two parallel bands in year 7 containing 5 or 6 sets.  The groups are based on ability from entry at the start of Year 7 using Key Stage 2 raw scores.  This setting structure continues through to year 11.  The setting is regularly reviewed throughout the year to encourage student achievement.  Schemes of work are well developed and include regular assessment opportunities.
Students who enter LSA with standardized score below 97 in Mathematics have extra numeracy time in addition to their normal allocation of Mathematics lessons.  Students arriving below 92 receive WAVE 3 intervention in very small group.  These additional sessions continue in year 8 and 9.  Curriculum time for Mathematics is currently 8 hours a fortnight for all students.
At GCSE students are entered for the EDEXCEL examination specification.
