Section 1: Job Purpose and Accountability

 Section 2  : Specific job purpose and accountability relevant to the Teaching and Learning Responsibility

To assist the Executive Headteacher/Head Teacher/Head of School (EHT/HT/HoS) in the leadership and management of the Teaching and Learning across the federation, to achieve the outcomes required by government regulations and the school improvement plan adopted by the Local Governing Body.

To provide professional leadership and overview a phase and a team/core/ area of responsibility, to provide high quality teaching, the effective use of resources and improved standards of learning, evidenced by significant moves forward in attainment and achievement in the specified school improvement area for all or identified children.

To support, hold accountable and lead a team, focusing on a school improvement priority linked to areas of responsibility to ensure high standards of teaching and learning and the wellbeing of staff and children. The priority will be identified in the school improvement plan.

All staff are ultimately responsible to the Executive Head teacher.

A teacher receiving a payment for a Teaching and Learning Responsibility should demonstrate knowledge and understanding of:

· School improvement and effectiveness strategies including the process of school self-evaluation 

· Processes and systems for quality assurance within subject area(s)

· Principles and practices in elation to managing learning and teaching, people, policy and planning, resources and finance

· Principles and practices of effective leadership and management of change

· The application of information and communications technology (ICT) to learning, teaching and management of the subject area(s)

· Principles of curriculum planning 

· Financial planning, stock inventory and resource planning

Strategic direction 

a. Lead in conjunction with SLT members  the annual review of standards of leadership, teaching and learning in the subject/area, consistent with the procedures in the school self evaluation policy 

· hold staff accountable for agreed benchmarks/curriculum targets throughout the school
b. create a costed subject development plan which contributes positively to the achievement of the school improvement plan and which actively involves all staff in its design and execution
