Academy Mossley strongly believe that every child is important and deserves a first-class
education. The academy believes everyone has hidden potential to be uncovered and nurtured.

Situated in Walsall, this academy for 3- to 11-year-olds became part of the Academy
Transformation Trust family on 1st August 2012. The academy is extremely proud of each of their
children — aiming to inspire every child in the academy to succeed and seeking to provide them
with the opportunities to develop to their full potential. Staff take pride in offering a varied,
enriched curriculum and in the confidence and achievements of our pupils.

The children who attend Jubilee Academy Mossley leave us in Year 6 with the skills and positive
thinking needed to achieve their ambitions and to lead happy, successful lives. Early year’s
provision is part time in Nursery and full time in the reception class.

The academy offers an exciting, hands-on learning experience that is tailored to the needs of all
our children. You will often find them using a broad range of devices including iPad, laptops,
cameras, audio devices and audience response systems. The most recent OFSTED inspection rated
the academy as “Good” in all areas. This reflects the hard work of all our staff and is a positive
step on our journey to be rated “Outstanding”. The inspectors were highly impressed with all that
our children, parents, staff, Governors, and our sponsor have achieved.

The academy is similar in size to an average primary school, but with a higher-than-average
proportion of pupils eligible for additional support from pupil premium. A higher-than-average
proportion of pupils who are eligible for free school meals attend the academy, and the
proportion of SEN students is in line with the average. Most pupils are of white British heritage,
and almost all pupils speak English as their first language.

Class Teacher (Fixed term)

Main Purpose of the Role:

To ensure pupils receive an excellent education through the delivery of high-quality teaching.

Organisational relationships

® Responsible to the Principal.

e Liaising with a variety of stakeholders.

Professional Responsibilities:

To maintain a minimum level of professional conduct as set out in the Teachers’ Standards in
terms of high expectations, promoting good progress, demonstrating good subject/curriculum
knowledge, planning and teaching well-structured lessons, adapting teaching, making accurate
and productive use of assessment, managing behaviour effectively and wider professional
behaviours.

To work effectively and in a professional manner with all staff, including those from external
agencies.

To participate in the annual performance management cycle.

To participate in and contribute to professional development activities as directed by the
Curriculum Leader, Head of Year or the Senior Leadership Team/ trust.

To complete any necessary accreditation or induction required for achieving or maintaining
professional standing, including where relevant participation in the early-career framework.

To participate in and contribute to meetings, quality assurance processes and evaluations (both
internal and external) as directed by the Curriculum Leader, Head of Year or Senior Leadership
Team/ trust.

To participate in appropriate events in the calendar outside of normal academy hours such as
parents’ evenings and open evenings.

Have excellent punctuality, meet all deadlines and complete tasks to a high level of accuracy.

To comply with all relevant Health and Safety policies and procedures.

Offer active support for the Trust and Academy’s ethos, policies and procedures.

Pastoral Responsibilities:

Report all safeguarding concerns to the Designated Safeguarding Lead as soon as possible and
contribute to a culture at the academy that prioritises the safety and welfare of children.

Follow procedures and strategies in the academy that promote excellent pupil attendance,
punctuality and behaviour within and beyond the classroom, as set out in Academy procedures
and Trust policy.

Supervise pupil behaviour and conduct outside of the classroom as directed by the Senior
Leadership Team.
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e Play a full part in the life of the academy, including participation in enrichment activities as
directed by the Curriculum Leader/ Senior Leadership Team.

Academic Responsibilities:

e Teach the curriculum as set out by the Curriculum Leader, including preparing pupils for
examination in appropriate qualifications.

e Participate in collaborative planning and resourcing within the department.

e Teach timetabled lessons and any necessary additional lessons for intervention, revision or to
support the transition of pupils into the next stage of their education as directed by the
Curriculum Leader.

e Set and check the completion of homework as directed by the Curriculum Leader, making use of
whole-school systems and policies.

e Ensure that work by pupils in lessons is completed to a high standard and presented in a form as
directed by the Curriculum Leader.

e Contribute to ongoing discussions about subject knowledge and teaching approaches and to
adopt any teaching approaches agreed within the department.

e Adapt the curriculum, teaching methods and resources for pupils who have a SEND or EAL, as
guided by the Curriculum Leader and the SEND department.

e Assess pupil progress using a range of appropriate strategies and use this information to evaluate
curriculum planning, teaching approaches and resources.

e Provide reports for parents and, where necessary, write references for pupils to support access
to the next stage of their education.

Working Time:

The job description allocates responsibilities and duties but does not allocate the particular amount of
time to be spent carrying them out and no part of it can be so constructed. In allocating time to the
performance of responsibilities and duties the post holder must be directed in accordance with the
Academy Teachers’ Pay and Conditions Document and the Academy’s policies and procedures and the
Academy’s plan on the use of time.
