The Arts and Technology Faculty is highly successful, with students achieving excellent results at GCSE and A Level.  

The Faculty is well resourced.  The school has a large hall with a stage and gallery, a large Drama studio with black-out and lighting, and a purpose-built Dance studio. There are two Music rooms which are well equipped with keyboards and computers as well as three Art studios, one of which is dedicated to Textiles. The Design & Technology subjects are taught in specialist, well-equipped rooms.  
The school puts on several impressive dance, drama and musical performances each year and the students enjoy displaying their art, textiles, and technology work at annual exhibitions. The school environment benefits enormously from the wide and varied display of the students’ art and textiles work; this is exhibited throughout the school and is updated and maintained regularly. Alongside internal performances and exhibitions, students are encouraged to participate or contribute towards events within the local and wider community.
The Arts and Technology subjects also form an essential part of our extensive curriculum enrichment programme, which includes curriculum enhancement days and extra-curricular events and activities.  The school is very proud to have been previously awarded Gold Artsmark status by Arts Council England and we are continuing our journey to at least maintain our Gold status. A wide range of tuition by peripatetic teachers is on offer and we have close links with Kent Music School. Drama, Dance, Art, Textiles, Music and Design & Technology clubs are well attended throughout the year.
