TEACHING AND LEARNING

The majority of our faculty has advanced degrees,
so they are experts in their field and the subjects
they teach. Many of them also have international
experiences that involve studying or teaching
abroad, or both. Teaching at EF Academy is very
interactive and participatory. The student-staff
ratio is 7:1 and classes have a maximum of 15
students, making it possible for teachers to work
with students on a one-on-one basis or in small
groups, and to deliver personalized feedback that
helps individuals succeed. In a boarding school
setting, teachers are important figures in the lives
of students and support them academically and
sometimes even with personal matters such as
homesickness or difficulties adjusting to life in a
new country.
