HISTORY AT ALLERTON GRANGE SCHOOL

Department information

The History department at Allerton Grange is a large and energetic team made up of 7 teachers, with a mix of both experienced teachers and newer entrants to the profession. 
All teachers are passionate subject-specialists, working in a department who foreground the importance of subject knowledge. The department is actively linked to the professional communities centred around the Historical Association, the Yorkshire History Forum and the Schools History Project and subscribes to Teaching History. 

The department is at a genuinely exciting moment in its ongoing development, building upon the latest curriculum thinking and the work of colleagues in the History Education community to redevelop our KS3 curriculum, with a particular focus on developing students’ grounding in the academic discipline of History. 

We are particularly proud of our work to develop students as readers of academic History. We have built up a rich collection of books on our departmental bookcase and have begun to develop a curriculum designed to secure student progression in engaging with the work of historians, appreciating the unique grammar and methodology of the discipline and becoming confident readers and fluent writers of historical argument. 

Our curriculum also makes the most of the opportunity for breadth afforded by a three-year KS3, with students building a coherent sense of chronology and period across aspects of British History, but also engaging fully with the wider past.  Students will study the Abbassid Revolution, pre-colonial Africa, Latin America and India as part of a curriculum which hopes to engage students from all backgrounds and give them a broad foundation of historical knowledge.  This will support further study or wider interests in the arts, culture, politics and society. 

The department offers the Edexcel A-Level, with students from September to be studying modern British history, 20th century America and the 17th century witch crazes. We currently offer the AQA History GCSE, although there are plans to change this in future. 

This role provides a unique opportunity to lead the department into a new phase in its development by:

· Taking on a leadership role which is focused on curriculum rather than examined outcomes

· Leading a department in a school which understands and encourages the development of the unique disciplinary nature of each subject

· Developing a subject-specific CPD model which focuses on subject knowledge

· Working with a large team with a wealth of historical and pedagogical knowledge

· Enhancing our extra-curricular offer for students

We are particularly interested in hearing from passionate historians who are committed to delivering a rigorous and engaging history curriculum which secures rich historical knowledge for all pupils. We are looking for a subject leader who understands and embraces the complexity of students’ historical journey, and is committed to wrestling with the intellectual challenges of curriculum development at the highest level.
