Subject Leader Modern Foreign Languages: Mrs Kate Heery

There are nine full-time and two part-time teachers in the Department.   In addition we employ a foreign language assistant for French and a Curriculum Support Officer to support the languages department. 

All students, across the whole ability range, study French in Y7 and Y8 and some take German or Spanish in Y8. There are two equal ability bands shared by all subjects in each year and, within each band, languages are set according to ability.   There are twelve sets in each year. 

The vast majority of students study 1 or 2 foreign languages at KS4.

French, German and Spanish are all offered at A Level. 

There is the opportunity to contribute to other languages for able linguists.  Detailed schemes of work and resources are in place for all years and support will be provided by the department.  The Department currently teaches the AQA syllabus at GCSE and at A level.

Each room has a computer able to play DVDs, an interactive whiteboard and an audio system.  

The school had its most recent Ofsted inspection in February 2015 and the comments regarding Modern Languages were excellent.  The inspectors reported that the school offers ‘High quality practice in Modern Foreign Language teaching’.
New teachers to the department are assigned to an experienced colleague for support and guidance.

The department is a close-knit, dedicated and sociable team with Subject Leaders for each of French, Spanish and German.
