Eaton is a small village situated in the picturesque Cheshire countryside close toTarporley.  The school serves neighbouring villages including Cotebrook, Little Budworth, Tiverton and Tilstone Fearnall and is in the catchment area for Tarporley High School.

The school itself is a single storey building, meeting the requirements for disability access with ramps, disabled parking and audio loop. The current number of pupils on roll is 128. 

The school is currently going through expansion from half form entry to single form entry to a PAN of 210 and with the new facilities is due to be completed for September 2017. The development of the site includes a two-storey extension at the rear of school with four additional classrooms and small teaching/meeting rooms, an extension to the hall, new kitchen and extensions to the offices and staff room at the front of the building. During the current building works we have a mobile classroom on site, which accommodates two classes with the further five classes being taught within the existing building. The hall serves as a dining area, gym and for assemblies, and is equipped with staging for school productions. It will be extended to accommodate our increased capacity during the current works.

The school has its own extensive grounds, offering excellent play and sports facilities including the use of a multi use games area throughout the school day. We also have a conservation area and a substantive arbour which enable children to study environmental sciences in a secure setting.

We are very proud of our dedicated staff who “consistently prepare and deliver always good, and frequently outstanding lessons” as evidenced by our School Improvement Partner.  As well as their teaching commitments they also offer a wide range of extra curricular activities. They are active within our cluster of schools and host ‘teach meets.’ 
The school has a supportive and hard working Governing Body that “leave no stone unturned” OFSTED 2013. Our Parent Teacher Association is also active and successful in organising a wide range of events to fund raise and promote the school parent partnership. The school is active within our community and is the venue for the Village Youth Club run by the local Parish Council.
Eaton Primary School is highly regarded and seeks to appoint an inspirational headteacher who will have a clear vision as to how they will lead the school into its next exciting phase of development.
