grounded expectations for pupils and monitor progress to give clear and constructive
feedback.

o Demonstrate that, as a result of your teaching, your students achieve well, relative to
the students’ prior attainment.

e Take responsibility for your professional development and use the outcomes to
improve your teaching and students’ learning.

¢ Make an active contribution to the policies and aspirations of the academy.
