THE MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGES DEPARTMENT

This is a tremendous opportunity for a committed and talented teacher to join a successful and enthusiastic department. NQTs are welcome to apply. Currently there are five teachers of MFL in the department.  
The school has three dedicated MFL rooms. Both French and German are taught at Key Stage 3. Should the successful candidate be qualified in German, some German teaching could be a possibility. French is a very popular choice at KS4 with over 150 pupils taking GCSE.
The department received excellent feedback in our November 2014 inspection in which the progress of our pupils was deemed to be outstanding and that able pupils achieve exceptionally well.
The department offers a range of extra-curricular activities, including trips to France.

At KS4 we offer AQA GCSE French, which is an extremely popular course with 93% of students achieving A+-C in 2015 and 94% in 2016. Over 100 students in our current Year 9 cohort have opted to continue study of French into Key Stage Four, which further evidences the popularity of the subject.
The successful candidate would teach mainly KS3 and some GCSE French. The ability to offer another subject in the English/Humanities area would be desirable.
