The Holme Valley

Kirkroyds Infant and Wooldale Junior Schools Federation is situated in New Mill, a Village just outside the small Pennine town of Holmfirth.

There are a number of festivals in the Holme Valley with the Holmfirth Food and Drink Festival, The Folk Festival and Art Week being particular highlights.
