Our School

The school is situated in Hampstead Garden Suburb, at the southern end of the London Borough of Barnet. We are a three form entry co-educational community junior school for children between the ages of 7-11 years. 
The school was originally opened in 1913. Part of the building was rebuilt in 1960 to replace damage caused during 1939-45 War. A new dining room and kitchen opened in April 2012 as well as two new classrooms and a library. There is an infant school on the same site and there are strong links between the two schools.
Accommodation and Resources

Our accommodation is arranged to provide 12 class bases. We have a music room, a computing suite and a library. All classrooms have interactive whiteboard technology. As well as a playground we have access to a playing field and a nature garden with a pond.

Current Staffing Structure

The Head Teacher has been in post since 2002. The school is restructuring to include a new Assistant Head post. The Leadership Team include the Deputy Head and three Assistant Head Teachers. The Deputy Head and one of the Assistant Head Teachers are not class based. Year groups are co-ordinated by members of the Senior Management Team/Leadership Team. Year groups plan in teams together. PPA is covered by specialist teachers of music, Spanish and RE. There is a team of Learning Support Assistants and a Welfare Assistant, Business Manager and 2 Caretakers.
Curriculum
The children are taught in their class groups and the curriculum is creative, cross curricular where appropriate, with a growing emphasis on skills based learning. Ability grouping takes place in literacy across the school. A varied programme of interventions supports the additional educational needs. A variety of extra curricular activities is available.    
The School’s Vision Statement
