The Curriculum
KS3:
Students take one lesson a week (45 minutes) of Religious Education throughout Years 7, 8 and 9 following the Hertfordshire Agreed Syllabus.

The department has relevant and exciting schemes of work with different areas studied including: Do our actions influence our future? How do Sikhs achieve equality within everyday life? Is there a right way to live?  Year 9 has an Ethics focus day within the school’s Curriculum Enrichment programme.  
KS4:

Full course GCSE Philosophy, Ethics and Religion is offered within the option choices in which this year there is two groups in both Year 10 and Year 11.  Students follow the GCSE AQA A specification studied through the religion of Christianity and Islam.
Post 16:

A Level Philosophy, Ethics and Religion is offered within the option choices; this year there is one group in Year 12 comprising of 18 students and one group in year 13 of 7 students.  It is taught through the OCR specification which covers topics which range from Ancient Greek and Judeo-Christian influences on religious philosophy to the arguments for the existence of God and ethical theories applied to different ethical issues.
