About the Departments (Geography & History)

Geography is an incredibly popular choice at GCSE at Cardinal Newman Catholic High
School. We are a team of three practitioners who aim to engage students and nurture a sense
of place and love for the world around them. We work collaboratively to create new resources
and give our students the best grounding in the subject. We have an interesting and varied
curriculum which allows students to make good progress.

We study the AQA GCSE course and our first set of results from the new specification were encouraging with 24% achieving grades
9-7; 50% achieving grades 9-5; and 60% achieving grades 9-4. Fieldwork is an important aspect of the subject and we are planning to
take 38 pupils to Iceland in October. We also do fieldwork in the local area and GCSE pupils currently study a river near Sheftield and
Salford Quays as part of their course. Aside from this pupils have recently taken part in a GA Worldwise Quiz and worked locally with
the Environment Agency. We look forward to welcoming you to our team.

At Cardinal Newman, the history department endeavour to contribute to the ongoing success
of the school by striving to deliver interesting, challenging and risk taking lessons. Our team
comprises of the Head of Department and one full time History teacher.

In recent years we have transformed assessment and feedback procedures, refined and developed schemes of work and would expect
the successful candidate to further help move the department forward. In 2018 68% of students achieved 9-4 grades with 30% gaining
a 9-7 grade. and we follow the AQA history specification at GCSE. The department has taken advantage of the government sponsored
Centenary Battlefield trips and we have aspirations to increase extracurricular opportunities in the coming years. We seek a forward
thinking applicant with drive and determination to help build on the existing strengths of the department.
