Physical Education Department
The Physical Education Department is currently comprised of 6 members of staff. They form a committed and enthusiastic team providing a wealth of experience in mentoring student teachers and teachers new to the profession as well as being very supportive of each other.
The department benefits from a number of post holders. In addition to the Head of Department we have a Second in Department responsible for PE examinations, a Head of Year and the Head of Sixth Form.

At Key Stage 3 students receive 2 hours of PE a week and participate in 12 activities a year to provide access to a varied curriculum. 
At Key Stage 4 students receive 1 hour of core PE and have the chance to take the Level 2 Sports leaders Award.  Level 2 PE Studies and Level 2 BTec Sport are offered as an option.
At Key Stage 5 Level 3 BTec Sport National Diploma is offered with a positive uptake from both internal and external candidates.
We have excellent facilities including a floodlit Astroturf, Sports Hall, Fitness Suite Auxiliary room, Cycle/running track, Playground and Field. We also have a designated PE Theory room in the Sports Centre with 18 computers.
The department runs an extensive extra- curricular programme which provides success in Borough and County competitions. A number of students go onto national level competitions in a variety of sports. We provide opportunities to students to represent their House in sporting competitions and offer clubs for both teams and recreation. We also provide coaching for our local primary school students often led by our Sports Leaders. 
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
