and encouragement.

e Assist in maintaining accurate records of student attendance, participation, and performance in PE
activities.

Learning Assistants (LAs) help support the education of students, and are accountable for supporting the highest
possible standards in work and conduct. LAs act with honesty and integrity; have relevant subject knowledge, keep
their knowledge and skills as LAs up-to-date and are self-critical; forge positive professional relationships; and work
with parents and other stakeholders in the best interests of their students.

Part One: Supporting Learning

An LA must:

Support in the setting of high expectations which inspire, motivate and challenge students:

e Establish a safe and stimulating environment for students, rooted in mutual respect

e Support the setting of goals that stretch and challenge students of all backgrounds, abilities and
dispositions

e Demonstrate consistently the positive attitudes, values and behaviour which are expected of students

Promote good progress and outcomes with/for students:

e Share accountability for students’ attainment, progress and outcomes

e Be aware of students’ capabilities and their prior knowledge, and plan teaching to build on these

o Guide students to reflect on the progress they have made and their emerging needs

e Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of how students learn and how this impacts on learning
e Encourage students to take a responsible and conscientious attitude to their own work and study

Adapt support to respond to the strengths and needs of all students:

e Know when and how to differentiate appropriately, using approaches which enable students to be taught
effectively

e Have a secure understanding of how a range of factors can inhibit students’ ability to learn, and how best
to overcome these

e Demonstrate an awareness of the physical, social and intellectual development of students, and know how
to adapt support for students’ education at different stages of development

e Have a clear understanding of the needs of all students, including those with special educational needs;
those of high ability; those with English as an additional language; those with disabilities; and be able to use
and evaluate distinctive learning approaches to engage and support them

Manage behaviour effectively to ensure a good and safe learning environment:

e Have clear rules and routines for behaviour in classrooms, and take responsibility for promoting good and
courteous behaviour both in classrooms and around the school, in accordance with the school’s behaviour
policy

e Have high expectations of behaviour, and support the established framework for discipline with a range of
strategies, using praise, sanctions and rewards consistently and fairly
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e Manage students effectively, using approaches which are appropriate to students’ needs in order to involve
and motivate them

e Maintain good relationships with students, exercise appropriate authority, and act decisively when
necessary

Fulfil wider professional responsibilities:

o Make a positive contribution to the wider community and ethos of the school

o Develop effective professional relationships with colleagues, knowing how and when to draw on advice and
specialist support

o Take responsibility for improving learning through appropriate professional development, responding to
advice and feedback from colleagues

e Communicate effectively with parents and other stakeholders with regard to students’ achievements and
well-being

A LA is expected to demonstrate consistently high standards of personal and professional conduct. The following
statements define the behaviour and attitudes which set the required standard for conduct throughout a LA career.

LA must have proper and professional regard for the ethos, policies and practices of the school in which they teach,
and maintain high standards in their own attendance and punctuality

LA must have proper and professional regard and adhere to school policies with regard to dress code, footwear,
make up and jewelry
