THE MUSIC DEPARTMENT

STAFF AND STRUCTURE

The Music Department currently consists of two full time teachers delivering the Music curriculum at Key Stages 3 and 4 within the school.  In Key Stage 3 all students study Music  for a one hour lesson each week and in Key Stage 4, five hours per fortnight.  
The Department currently offers OCR GCSE Music in Year 11 and in Year 10 a Btec Music course at KS4.  In 2019 this will be Btec Music for both year groups.
MUSIC FACILITIES

The Grange Music Centre was purpose built and consists of two teaching rooms, eight practice rooms and a recording studio. The teaching rooms are equipped with interactive white boards and all rooms have internet access. Extensive use is made of eight Apple iMac computers running a variety of software including Logic, Sibelius, GarageBand and Reason. There are sixteen portable keyboards in each teaching room along with a wide selection of ukuleles, guitars and African Djembe drums.
EXTRA CURRICULAR

The Music Department presents a concert every Christmas and regularly works with the Drama department to put on shows such as Grease, Fame, Oliver, Godspell and this year it will be Bugsy Malone.  Key Stage 4 students also put on their own events as part of their Btec assignments and the department is also asked to provide music at school events such as Awards’ Evenings.
