Our senior school site is on the outskirts of Wargrave (near Twyford) and our primary school site is in the village of Charvil. 

The Piggott School was established in 1939 and, together with our primary site at Charvil, we are an all-through 4-18, mixed, comprehensive school with a higher than average ability intake. The Piggott School senior site has 1301 students and 175 staff. 
Our results speak for themselves. In 2017, our KS5 VA score placed us in the top 5% of schools nationally.   Our GCSE results are outstanding with overall achievement placing us in the top 2% of schools nationally.

The Religious Education department is made up of 4 full time or part time specialist teachers. The department prides itself on establishing excellent relationships with students. They dedicate much of their time to ensuring that students have engaging learning experiences.  The students are also supported outside of lesson time with revision and catch up sessions running each week. In addition we also have an active Christian Union which meets every week after school.
Religious Education is a core subject. In KS3 we follow the Pan Berkshire Agreed Syllabus.   In Year 7, teaching and learning covers Crossing the Bridges (multi-faith project), Rites of Passage and Buddhism.  In Year 8, we study The Holocaust, God and Revelation, Human Rights and Social Justice, and Religion and the Media.  All pupils in KS4 follow the AQA Religious Studies A GCSE course:  Christianity and Islam, leading to all students sitting the GCSE in Year 11.
The department looks forward to working with a dedicated colleague who has a clear vision and commitment to helping the department move forward over the coming years.
Our mission is to be a school which inspires and encourages the highest achievement for each and every child. I believe that our school provides the correct balance and blend of academic challenge, personal care and enrichment that fosters the holistic development of each and every student.  

The quality of teaching and learning at our school enables us to achieve our aim to help every student to develop into the very best they can be: to be independent in their thinking, to value lifelong learning, to be open to new ideas, to encourage respect and tolerance.
