The inspection 

recognised the significant progress we have made as a school since our last Ofsted in 

2016. The inspectors captured our ethos and unique identity very quickly during their 

inspection, and the dedication our staff have to ensuring students are valued and 

celebrated every day, was recognised so strongly. “Pupils say being at Christ’s School 

is like belonging to a large family. They want to achieve their best. Pupils are happy 

and feel very safe here [and] are proud to be members of this school. The school 

welcomes and values all pupils. Pupils behave well. They respect each other and show 

kindness and consideration to all” and “staff are proud to work at the school”. Our 

SIAMS inspection report also found the school to be outstanding at meeting the needs 

of all learners.

Job purpose 

To assist and support the PE Department, providing essential support to teaching 

colleagues and students within the Department. 

Duties and responsibilities: 

 

● Assist and support the PE Department with fixtures, clubs, sports days and other 

events. 

● Undertake a range of administrative tasks in support of the PE Department 

including, sending emails to parents, other schools and outside agencies, entering 

data onto school systems, photocopying and filing. 

● Assist in lessons (at the discretion of the Head of PE). 

● Tracking club attendance and analysing data to discover trends in year groups, 

gender and number of clubs attended. 

● Prepare and set-up PE equipment for lessons in order to be delivered effectively. 

● To help in the preparation of organising practical equipment before a PE lesson. 

● Manage and coordinate external paid and sign up clubs by liaising with coaches, 

finance staff, parents and students.             
● Deliver school PE clubs either before, during or after school.      
● Coach, select, and take a sports team to training and fixtures.       
● Book and drive (if qualified) the school minibus for fixtures and book venues for 

sports lessons. 

● Place orders with suppliers for stationery and PE equipment. 

● Organise and update the PE calendar and board with new fixtures, meetings and 

events as well as update the PE display with relevant clubs, flyers for sport and 

student achievements. 

● Maintaining storage of equipment and complete a termly audit.      
● Assist and support GCSE and A Level practical lessons. 

● Promote the schools sports clubs and fixtures via social media. 

● Promote and safeguard the welfare of all students in accordance with DfE 

guidelines and ensure that all staff are committed to, and comply with the same. 

● Ensure that the health and safety of all students and staff is promoted and 

maintained to a high standard at all times in accordance with the school’s 

relevant policies and procedures. 

● Attend training and meetings as necessary to remain fully informed about 

developments in relation to school procedures and undertake any training 

required in order to carry out duties within the department.

Christ’s School possesses an outstanding PE department. We are ranked, by School 

Sport Magazine, in the top 200 state and independent schools for sport in the country, 

currently at number 50. More notably, we have won three consecutive National 

Premier Basketball titles within the last five years. Our teams regularly compete in local, 

regional and national competitions across a multitude of sports. We have established 

one of the largest state school rowing programmes in London and many of our rowing 

students now compete at a National Level. We now see students making Christ’s their 

first choice specifically for the sports provision, opportunities and the level of 

competition offered across a multitude of sports.                  



      

Our curricular and extra-curricular provision is exceptional. Our commitment to 

extracurricular sport is at the heart of our success and as a result our participation rates 

are extremely high. Students not only have the opportunity to participate in traditional 

sports such as Rugby, Netball and Football but they can also join our expanding 

programme of specialist activities, such as, Rowing, Judo, Triathlon, Boxing and 

Dance. All of our extracurricular clubs are linked to community pathway clubs to 

ensure that students have the best opportunity to extend their learning and make 

further progress outside of the school environment. These include; TeamKeane Sculling 

School, Richmond Knights Basketball, Dance Studio London, Netstars Netball, 

Richmond CC, London Welsh, Harlequins, Mark Klein Triathlon and Kingsmeadow 

Athletics.  

We consistently achieve outstanding results at A Level and GCSE PE. The student 

uptake in these courses increases year on year. 

Our facilities for sport and physical activity are outstanding. We possess a 4 badminton 

court sports hall, a bespoke Dance studio, MUGA, state of the art Cricket nets and 

grass football/rugby pitches.  

Sport is highly valued by our senior leaders and it is one of the cornerstones of school 

life. At Christ’s we believe Sport is a key component in building self-esteem, 

confidence, school ethos and academic excellence. The PE department are the 

architects of building a sporting culture of willingness and enthusiasm, one that binds 

the school together and reinforces the drive to engage in physical activity, compete 

in sport and excel academically. We relish in providing a physical activity and sport 

programme that competes with that of our independent counterparts.
