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The Mathematics Faculty
The Mathematics Faculty is a supportive and forward thinking group of experienced practitioners who place the student at the centre of their practice. Understanding is at the heart of all that we do and the team work collaboratively to ensure all of our students achieve excellent results in public examinations and enjoy their study of Mathematics. 

Foundation Year 7 (Key Stage 3)

Our Year 7 are taught in six mixed ability forms groups. The programme of study focuses on core mathematical skills and develops problem solving and critical thinking skills through the use of rich tasks. 

GCSE Mathematics (Key Stage 4)

All students follow the Linear Edexcel specification (1MA1) with some students taking the AQA Level 2 certificate in Further Mathematics in Year 11.  Year 8 & 9 students are taught in two half year blocks with Year 10 & Year 11 taught as a whole year group. 

Sixth Form
We have a thriving A Level programme and our Year 12 students follow the Edexcel A Level Mathematics and A Level Further Mathematics courses.  We have one AS Mathematics group, three A Level Mathematics groups and one A Level Further Mathematics group.  
Enrichment

Students are entered for the Senior, Intermediate and Junior Mathematics Challenges with a number of students proceeding to the follow on rounds.  This includes both Kangaroo and Olympiad style rounds.  We run a Mathematics Club during the week at lunchtime which is staffed by the Mathematics Prefects.  We also have students enter the National Cipher Challenge and local challenge competitions.
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
