Mathematics at St Margaret’s
Mathematics forms a popular part of the girls’ experience of St Margaret’s. Uptake by our girls of Mathematics A levels at Sixth Form destinations is the highest of any subject. 

There are 2 main Mathematics teachers at St Margaret’s. The person you would replacing teaches Mathematics from Year 7 to Year 11. 

We hope St Margaret’s is a school staff enjoy working at, and staff turnover at St Margaret’s is very low. The average teacher is currently in their 10th year of working here. 

 
Main Responsibilities

· Teach Mathematics from Year 7 to Year 11 (Year 10 follow the Edexcel Exam Board)
· To teach other subjects as appropriate
·  To prepare the girls for internal assessments
· To do at least one duty a week
· To attend staff meetings and parents’ evenings as required
· To write reports for girls
· To set and mark tests and examinations for girls
· To take on Form Tutoring responsibilities (an additional allowance is paid for this)
· To prepare an annual mathematics ‘Puzzle Day’
· To contribute to ‘house’ and other whole school activities (e.g. sports day)
