 Monitoring and evaluating progress towards meeting pupil 
achievement targets in own classes and those aspects of the 
Geography curriculum for which s/he is responsible

pupils and staff 

 Providing reports to the Head of Geography regarding curriculum 
matters in defined areas 

 Working in conjunction with the Head of Geography and other TLR 
holders in Geography to ensure that the policies and processes for 
assessing pupils and for setting, monitoring and evaluating 
attainment goals for pupils are implemented by all Geography staff 

 Contributing to the development of initiatives to outreach to the 
community 

 Assisting the Head of Geography to create and implement ways of 
actively involving parents in the learning process 

 Instigating, developing and maintaining links with Geography based 
firms so as to enrich the learning experience of both the School 
Community and the Commercial partners

students and the wider community so as to deepen and broaden
