The person appointed will teach basic French at KS3 and Spanish at KS3 and 4 including being responsible for Year 10 and 11 Spanish classes, therefore excellent Spanish is essential.
The Team

The Modern Languages Department is a department of 4 teachers. French and Spanish are both taught in Year 7 and students choose either language in Year 8 onwards. The department is forward-thinking and mutually supportive.
The Curriculum

In Year 7 and Year 8 all students have 6 language lessons a fortnight.  Currently in Year 8 students choose either French or Spanish. In Year 9 students have 4 lessons.  At KS4 students have 5 lessons a fortnight for GCSE.   A-level groups have 8 lessons a fortnight.

At KS3 and KS4 students use Viva as their course book for Spanish. For GCSE students do the AQA course.

For French, students use Studio 1 and 2 in years 7, 8 and 9 and then Studio GCSE towards the end of year 9 and for GCSE in years 10 and 11.
Facilities

Each Modern Languages teacher has their own classroom, each with a ceiling mounted digital projector, interactive whiteboards, speakers, and additional smaller rooms for individual/small group work plus an office and meeting room.   The College has five ICT suites and two laptop banks, which can be booked, the department has its own bank of 17 laptops.
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
