Job Purpose
The Education Coordinator is responsible for the development, management and delivery of RISC’s work with Schools, Colleges and Universities. This includes providing training, support and resources to teachers, meeting funded project aims, effective deployment of project staff, seeking project funding and reporting to donors. 


Duties and Responsibilities

Global Citizenship Education delivery
Deliver Global Citizenship projects and training for teachers, whole school staff and trainee teachers at venues across Berkshire, Buckinghamshire and Oxfordshire, and online.
Develop teaching resources, guidance and materials for schools and teacher training institutions.
Manage enquiries related to Education work and training bookings.

Project and Financial Management 
Ensure the successful development and growth of education work through effective planning, resource allocation, evaluation and monitoring and management of risk. 
In liaison with the RISC Finance Manager, ensure effective financial budgeting arrangements, monitoring and reporting of income and expenditure and compliance with financial procedures.
Maintain appropriate records to ensure that project outcomes can be objectively measured and reported and that funder(s) requirements are met in an accurate and timely manner 
Ensure compliance with Health and Safety requirements, Insurance arrangements and any other statutory requirements or permissions 
Ensure that all project programmes and activities are consistent with RISC’s Equality and Diversity policy, Environmental Policy, Child & Adult Safeguarding Policies and Employment & Volunteering policies 

Project development
Based on regular monitoring, evaluations and consultations of activities develop plans and service provision for Global Citizenship Education in Schools, Colleges and Universities in the region.
Keep abreast of available funds and opportunities to ensure financial sustainability of education work.
Where possible, build on sources of income that are not grant dependent.

Monitoring and evaluation 
Ensure project activities and participation are properly monitored, recorded and evaluated against project aims and funding requirements.

Staff Management 
Identify the need for, recruit, train, manage and motivate project volunteers.
Ensure DBS checks are completed for all staff working with children and/or vulnerable adults and that all documentation is held securely and available for on request to relevant authorities.

Liaison and networking with external partners
Build productive relationships with other Development Education Centres and NGO’s or related organisations in the Reading area and nationally to share practice, promote our work and ensure take up of relevant opportunities.
Ensure effective communications with partners toward meeting specific project aims and outcomes. 

Events, Publicity and Communications 
Manage the marketing of projects and training delivery to Schools, Colleges and Universities 
Proactively engage with local and national media to promote work of the Education Team
