● give children specific feedback that is designed to develop their learning.   
 

● assess, record and report on the development, progress and attainment of 
pupils both internally and externally including to parents, other year group 
staff, assessment and SEN coordinators and the Headteacher.   

 
● liaise with staff to prepare the children for productions and presentations 

 
● assist class teachers to prepare for productions / assemblies 

 
● accompany choirs and instrumentalists - good keyboard skills necessary 

 
● work closely with the Subject Leader for Creative Arts to raise the profile of 

music across the school, and to ensure there are opportunities for all pupils to
