THE DEPARTMENT

The Physical Education department at Stamford Welland Academy is a department with a good reputation around the school, is conscientious and strives to offer a programme of sport that is accessible and enjoyable for all students. Through high quality lessons and enrichment the department aims to develop all students with the skills, understanding and commitment to continue to improve and achieve in a range of PE, sport and health enhancing activities. 

There are currently four full time teachers, with one being the Head of Department and the other the Parallel Curriculum Coordinator.  There are two members of staff who teach Maths and PE full time, and two part time teachers, with one being the Vice Principal and the other being the Leader of Academic PE.
THE CURRICULUM

At Key Stage Three, the department offers a broad and balanced practical curriculum covering dance, gymnastics, athletics and a range of games. All areas are supported by a written scheme of work and a range of resources. 

Teaching facilities include a four badminton court sports hall, the main school hall, a range of grass pitches and a hard court area and a designated classroom with ICT facilities. Students in this Key Stage are currently taught in single gender, mixed ability groups and the curriculum is designed to meet the needs of each group and make full use of the facilities available.

At Key Stage Four, Year 9, 10 and 11 students are currently taught two hours of ‘core’ Physical Education per week with an emphasis on applying the skills learned in Key stage 3 to more competitive and performance based activities. Students also have the option to study GCSE P.E. and Sports BTEC.
