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Crompton House School English Faculty
The English Faculty is staffed by 12 specialist teachers who work collaboratively and supportively to ensure outstanding outcomes for the students of Crompton House.  The school’s last Ofsted report in 2015 stated:
‘In English, progress is outstanding.’

‘In English, the quality of teaching is outstanding.’

‘Students respond very enthusiastically to the variety, as well as the challenge, of activities. Because students’ knowledge and understanding is regularly assessed, activities meet students’ needs very well.’

The team is keen to embrace new initiatives, share ideas and support each other with teaching, learning and organising extra-curricular initiatives. Standards achieved in English are considerably higher than the national average at each Key Stage. Attainment results at GCSE are far above national average; 4-9 at Language last year was 84% and Literature was 79%.  A/S and A Level outcomes are also very good, including 100% pass rates in Language and Literature.
The Faculty has a shared workroom and teaching rooms which all have digital projectors. English is taught to setted groups, generally in two bands for timetabling purposes. The initial year 7 setting is based on KS2 results and CATs results. These are regularly reviewed and adjusted from year 7 to year 11.
