ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

The English Department, consisting of eight teachers, is an active and successful one.  We work together as a committed, positive and professional team.  We are seeking to appoint a candidate who would appreciate the opportunity of working in a supportive department, with a record of success in developing the skills of staff.  The person appointed will have the opportunity to teach throughout the school and, therefore, we seek ability to teach ‘A’ Level. 
In Year 7 classes are mixed ability and currently in Years 8 – 11 all pupils are set according to attainment data, although this is something we are currently reviewing.  At GCSE every pupil takes exams in English Language and English Literature. Our pupils work hard at Key Stage 3, GCSE and ‘A’ Level and our examination results are well above national averages: 87% 9-4 at GCSE English Literature and GCSE English Language with around 30% of students achieving a 7-9.
In the Sixth Form, English is a popular ‘A’ Level option.  Students take AQA English Language and Literature (Combined) or AQA Literature in mixed ability groups. Last year 67% of students taking the A Level in English Literature achieved A* - B grades and in A Level English Language and Literature 67% achieved A*-C. 

At Davenant we not only want to see students exposed to the literature they need for examinations, but also want them to develop a love of reading to enrich their lives. Therefore the texts on the curriculum expose students to a range of places and time periods and help them to engage with cultural, moral, social and spiritual issues. Our teaching aims to provide students with the opportunity to write in a variety of forms as well as develop their oracy through role play, discussion and presentation. 

Our facilities are very good – a refurbished English suite of classrooms (each with an inter-active whiteboard) and a Faculty Office give us a strong identity and a chance to meet for informal support.  
Davenant pupils enjoy debating and public speaking and we enter teams for external contests.  In addition, we run theatre trips to productions in the West End and local theatres.  
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
