This unique and revolutionary partnership is just
one of the ways we celebrate the arts as part of our curriculum offer at
SUA and has helped contribute to the success of our amazing annual
academy show.

We are proud to have close links with our sponsor Staffordshire University.
Each year, students from all year groups are given the opportunity to attend
workshop and seminars, visit the different campuses and experience
some of the innovative work that the university is renowned for. Two years
ago we were delighted that our students were asked to the formal opening
of the University Catalyst building in Stoke-on-Trent.

Higher Horizons are an organisation, based at Staffordshire University,
that deliver impartial higher education outreach to schools across
Staffordshire, Shropshire and Cheshire. They work with our academy to
provide a multi-intervention programmes for all students. Our students
will have the opportunity to visit the university campus, have meaningful
encounters with employers and be part of attainment raising provisions
such as White-Water Writers and the Limitless Literacy Club. Higher
Horizons aims to raise aspirations and reduce barriers for students
considering going to university.

SUA are proud to be the School Games Organiser for Cannock and Rugeley.
The ‘School Games' is a project funded by Sport England and delivered
by the Youth Sport Trust which aims to create a high quality competition
calendar that gives young people the chance to take part in enjoyable
and meaningful sports competition with an emphasis on inclusion and
participation for all. We work closely with the Youth Sport Trust England
and other national governing bodies to ensure that our students have the
best sporting opportunities available to them.
