Downsend is a co-educational day preparatory school, providing education from 2 — 13
years. With three separate pre-preparatory schools, each with its own Head and dedicated
staff, and a preparatory school for the older children, Downsend is a thriving and vibrant
school which provides a refreshingly different education.

In mid-November, we made the landmark decision to expand Downsend’s provision. With
effect from September 2020, we will welcome Year 9 pupils on site for the first time and, in
May 2023, our current Year 6 pupils will be the first Downsend pupils to sit GCSE Maths.

The Head of Mathematics is a crucial role in the school, leading and managing the teaching
of Maths across Key Stages 2-4 and promoting an inquisitive approach to learning. The
school’s innovative approach to ‘Inspiring Young Minds’ should be in line with your own
educational philosophy, and the expectation is that the successful candidate will be the lead
teacher in the department at GCSE, Common Entrance and Scholarship level, as well as
making a significant contribution to the extra-curricular life of our busy school. Maths also
forms a crucial part of the ‘STEAM’ provision, linking closely with colleagues in Science,
Technology, ICT and Art to create some inspirational opportunities for problem-solving and
challenge. We are, therefore, looking to recruit an individual who relishes the practical
application of mathematical skills in all areas of the curriculum.
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The post involves major responsibility for the safeguarding of children. Accordingly this post
is exempt from the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974 and therefore all convictions,
cautions and bind-overs, including those regarded as ‘spent’, must be declared.
