This will therefore offer an exciting opportunity for either an experienced teacher looking to develop his
or her career or an NQT to start in a supportive and fulfilling environment.

The teaching of Modern Foreign Languages at Tettenhall College aims to offer outstanding
opportunities for our pupils to become proficient, confident linguists. We are passionate about
developing the use of ICT and new technology in the teaching and learning of MFL and incorporating a
range of pedagogical approaches to benefit our pupils. Results are above the national average at GCSE
and A-level. Our pupils benefit from small class sizes and able pupils have been further accommodated
through extra classes outside of the taught timetable.

Pupils currently study French and Spanish from Year 3 in our Preparatory School with both subjects
being studied through to A-level. It is envisaged that the successful applicant will have a strong
background in French (with the ability to teach Spanish) and take responsibility for the delivery of
GCSE and A level programmes under the guidance of the Subject Leader.
