e Liaise with other kitchen staff to ensure that other food outlets are adequately stocked for sales e.g. Sixth
e Form, staffroom, etc.
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e Help any kitchen staff as required;

e Cleaning of kitchen equipment and premises;

e Preparation of dining hall and other food outlets, including the movement of furniture wiping tables and
setting up counters;

e Washing up of dishes and equipment;

e Being able to work with the tills and undertake cash handling duties;

e Helping with special functions when required.
