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Executive Summary

Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi is seeking an inspirational Teacher of Early Years
Foundation Stage (EYFS) to start in August 2025. The successful candidate will play a key
role in the teaching of children aged 2 to 5 years old, as Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi
seeks to become one of the region’s leading all-through schools (from Pre-Nursery to

Year 13). Applicants with a particular interest in teaching the Pre-Nursery age phase are
encouraged to apply.

This is an exciting opportunity for an outstanding teacher to contribute to a thriving and happy

school where academic excellence, kindness and innovation drive its provision. The successful
candidate will be instrumental in developing a world-class education for the school’s youngest

learners. They must be a committed team player who has a passion, expertise and ambition to

deliver the highest quality of teaching and learning.

Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi will be the second Brighton College school in Bangkok.

The first Brighton College Bangkok, which opened in Krungthep Kreetha in 2016, was named
‘International School of the Year' at the prestigious International School of the Year Awards in
October 2024. In August 2025, Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi will open in brand-new,
state-of-the-art facilities. At this point, the community of more than 450 pupils in Pre-Nursery

to Year 13 at St Stephen’s International School will move into the new facilities, and the school

will be renamed Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi. St Stephen’s and Brighton College are
already closely aligned in values, with the former’s focus on an ‘East meets West' international
mindedness and development of respectful leaders, resonating closely with the Brighton values of
kindness and social responsibility.

The candidate appointed to this role will report to the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) Co-
ordinator. The EYFS at Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi includes Pre-Nursery (2+ years),
Nursery (3+ years) and Reception (4+ years) year groups. Experience of teaching in EYFS is
required, with experience of teaching 2+ Years of being particular advantage. This role may
also suit a newly qualified EYFS teacher who can evidence both their commitment to teaching
excellence through their classroom experience to date and an appetite to learn.

This position represents a career-defining, professional challenge for either a current or newly
qualified teacher, who is excited by the opportunity of working in a growing school. The Teacher
of EYFS should also be enthused by the opportunities for both teacher and pupil collaboration
between the Brighton sister schools. As with all Brighton College teaching posts, the successful
candidate will share our aim of developing well-educated, respectful, and curious young men and
women ready to take a full, active and positive role in the world.

Academic Life and Pastoral
Care

Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi
will join the world-renowned
Brighton College family of schools,
where academic success stems
from the development of a life-long
love of learning and outstanding
pastoral care.

Prep School
(Pre-Nursery to Year 6)

Teaching in Pre-Nursery to
Reception is based on the Early
Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)
framework. In Key Stages 1 and

2, pupils follow the International
Primary Curriculum (IPC),
enhanced and modified to reflect
the location and international mix of
pupils attending the school. Pupils
are taught by talented, enthusiastic
class teachers, with a significant
emphasis on English, maths and
Thai language development.
Specialist teachers work with
children across specific subject
areas such as PE, swimming,
computing, art, DT, drama, music
and languages.

Senior School

(Years 7 to 11)

Pupils move into the Senior School
in Year 7, where the curriculum

is underpinned by the English
National Curriculum, whilst
incorporating many elements of
the Brighton College DNA, such
as Story of Our Land (integrated
humanities), Entrepreneurship and
Presentation Skills. The curriculum
they follow is academically rigorous,
and designed specifically for
pupils learning in an international
community, whilst maintaining a
strong local context. At the end of
Year 11, pupils will sit their IGCSE
examinations.

Sixth Form
(Years 12 and 13)

At the end of Year 11, pupils begin
the transition into the Sixth Form.

In Year 12, most pupils start with
four subjects and further develop
their skills and understanding in
preparation for university study.

All Year 12 and 13 pupils enjoy the
benefits of The Sixth Form Club

and Studly. This is a multifunctional
space, designed for both quiet,
independent study, and relaxed
social events; it is also the base from
which the Sixth Form team provides
university and careers guidance. At
the end of Year 13, pupils will sit their
A-level examinations and can expect
to be well-supported on to pathways
to world-class universities in
Thailand, the UK, USA and beyond.

Brighton College Bangkok Vibhavadi is seeking to appoint a Teacher of Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS), to start
in August 2025. The Teacher of EYFS will join an established team of EYFS teachers, reporting into the EYFS Co-
ordinator. Experience of teaching children aged 2+ to 4+ years is required.

Key Responsibilities

To ensure a high standard of care and education for
all children, so that they are looked after in a happy,
safe and stimulating environment.

To maintain excellent levels of communication, with
both staff and parents and to work collaboratively
and supportively with all colleagues in school, and
other linked organisations.

To plan creatively and resource effectively for indoor
and outdoor continuous provision and engaging
learning, working closely as a team regarding termly
and weekly planning to ensure continuity and
progression.

To support children’s learning through interaction,
extension, reinforcement and sensitive intervention,
ensuring every pupil has the opportunity to meet
their potential and all pupil abilities are catered for.

To ensure monitoring, recording, assessment and
reporting are undertaken in accordance with school
policies.

To be responsible for robust pastoral care of the
children and ensure good personal relationships
are fostered between the children themselves and
with the staff.

To participate in overseeing the behaviour and
discipline of the children in accordance with the
school behaviour policy.

To undertake observations of children individually
and in groups and upload comments and
assessments on to their online learning journal.

To promote self-help skills and personal, social and
emotional development in children.

To meet with parents as required and foster good

professional relationships and communication at all
times.

To market the school by speaking to prospective
parents visiting the classroom, attending Open
Mornings/weekend events and acting as
ambassadors for the school.

To run and manage a Toddler club for prospective
families.

To follow and take an active part in school policies,
procedures and professional development.

To assist and liaise with all specialist subject
teachers who teach in EYFS as required, including
preparation for events and concerts.

To liaise closely with relevant members of the
Senior Leadership Team, the SEN Lead and other
staff members regarding any children for concern.

To ensure that the classroom provides a stimulating
and interesting learning environment; displays
should be changed regularly and be relevant to or
the result of current classroom work.

To ensure that communication diaries are read
daily, and comments are written, as appropriate, to
ensure good communication.

To ensure all pupil related paperwork is up-to-date
and accurate.

To attend parents' evenings, school functions and
events as required.

To undertake all duties and procedures as specified
in the current staff handbook.

To participate in the supervision and appraisal
process.

The teacher of Early Years is likely to be a practitioner who
understands child development, with experience and a
proven track record of effective teaching within this age
phase. However, this role may also suit a newly qualified
teacher who can demonstrate their developing commitment
to teaching excellence within the EYFS. They will have the
ability to work effectively both with pupils who may have
limited English as a second language, and those who may
enter school not currently speaking or understanding English
language at all. They will have a pupil focused pedagogy, and
be willing to go the extra mile with each child in their care.

We seek candidates with a demonstrable ability to thrive

in a vibrant and progressive environment where pupils

are encouraged to be independent and curious. The

ability to engage with and understand children is key, as

is a willingness to support the ambition and values of the
school and to be involved in the full breadth of College life.
Successful candidates will be self-reliant and adaptable, with
high levels of initiative.

Candidates should have a strong academic record, including
a relevant degree. Evidence of passion and enthusiasm for
teaching young children should be a given, and we will also
seek evidence of the capacity to contribute to the broader life
of the school.
